Anticipates a decision on school status by 8 p.m. on Saturday, September 9 
 

Clayton County Public Schools weather crisis team is closely monitoring all information that is being 

released by local, state, and national authorities regarding Hurricane Irma and will continue to do so 

until the potential threat to our area ends. Decisions regarding the status of our school day and 

extracurricular activities will be made based on information received from these sources using our 

Inclement Weather Protocol that is posted on our website

We anticipate making and communicating a decision for Monday (Sept. 11) by 8 p.m. on Saturday, 

September 9, and making and communicating a decision for Tuesday (Sept. 12) by 8 p.m. on Sunday,

families. We encourage everyone to be safe and to stay connected for updated information regarding
