Board Member-Elect Victoria Williams to be Sworn in Monday, June 25

Jonesboro — Victoria Williams, winner of the primary election for the vacant District 4 seat on the Clayton
County Board of Education (CCBOE), will be formally sworn in on Monday, June 25. The ceremony, to
be conducted by Clayton County Probate Court Judge Pam Ferguson, will take place at 5:50 p.m. in the
Board Room of the district’s Administration Complex, 1058 Fifth Avenue in Jonesboro.

Williams, who garnered more than 63 percent of May’s primary election votes, was appointed by the
CCBOE to complete the unexpired term of the late Michael B. King. As she faces no other opposition in
November, she will begin her official four-year term as the District 4 representative in January 2019.
