Comments/questions will be logged in as received. The first ten (10) comments/questions received during the               
submission period will be read into the record of the Board meeting, not to exceed 3 minutes per each of the 10                      
emails. Submissions to the Board must adhere to its ​Civility Policy. ​Use of abusive language and/or personal                 
attacks in the submitted email will not be permitted and will not be read into the Board meeting record.  

All comments/questions must include the name and reply email address of the submitter. Submissions without               
this information will not be included in those that will be read into the record during the Board meeting. 

This procedure for Public Participation will be used for the September 8 Board Meeting only. The Board                 
is expected to discuss the Public Participation process at its September 28, 2020 Work Session.
